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The 4th Brigade Combat Team of the 101st Airborne out of Fort Campbell, KY redeployed back home in
March after serving a year in Afghanistan... among those soldiers, Sergeant Bates Beckham. His family,
Chris, Sherri, Christopher, & Kimberly Turner, were at Fort Campbell on March 3rd to welcome him
home. This was Sgt Beckham's second tour of duty, he also served in Irag from Nov 2005 to Nov 2006.
During this deployment, he was awarded the NATO Medal and his third Army Commendation Medal:

SGT Beckham was a key player during Radwa Barqg IV and V as a
member of the jump TOC. His responsibilities included: the setup
and breakdown of all communications devices; battle tracking all |
maneuver elements; and participating as a member of the mortar |
team. SGT Beckham's proficiency as an 11C Mortarman, enabled
him to work with an under manned 81mm mortar team during
numerous fire missions.

As an 11C Mortarman, SGT Beckham had to quickly learn the
tasks and responsibilities of the Squadron RTO. He did this with
the zeal and intelligence of someone with much more rank. In a
matter of weeks SGT Beckham became a subject matter expert on|_
the Rapid Aerostat Initial Deployment (RAID), Blue Force Tracker
and TACSAT radio systems.

As the Tactical Operations Center RTO, SGT Beckham was
responsible for assisting in all aspects of tracking, reporting and
logging patrol movement. He accurately logged unit positions and
events of combat and logistical operations for a 460 man Air
Assault Cavalry Squadron. SGT Beckham also assisted the Battle [&
Captain and NCO with the maintenance and operations of all TOC
equipment, valued in excess of $1,000,000. SGT Beckham's|
competence and proficiency were integral to the success of the [
squadron's Tactical Operation Center. His in-depth knowledge of [
battle drills allowed the TOC leadership to concentrate on the |
battle, assured the RTO's actions would be executed to perfection.
This ensured the effective employment of indirect fires, attack
helicopters, close air support, and ISR platforms.

These achievements are noted for meritorious service as the
Squadron RTO for 1st Squadron, 61st Cavalry Regiment Tactical i
Operations Center, International Security Assistance Force from 03 [
March 2008 to 08 April 2009 during Operation Enduring Freedom.
SGT Bates T. Beckham's actions are in keeping with the finest
traditions of military service and reflect distinct credit upon himself,
the 1st Squadron, 61st Cavalry Regiment, 4th Brigade Combat
Team, 101st Airborne Division (AASLT), and the United States
Army.
