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ACC REPORT

The ACC effort to revise our color books 
is complete with the exception of a form 
depicting where base colors, trim colors 
and accent colors may be used on your 
home. This will be ready in a week or 
two. In the meantime the property owner 
may access the Homescapes color 
books which are available in the property 
managers office and choose from (74) 
pre approved color combinations. If the 
color combination is not of your choosing 
a form is available which will allow you to 
select your colors pending ACC approval.  
 
On another note, modification requests 
(M.R.'S) which usually number about (20) 
per ACC session in the summer are 
running about 20% of that and we can 
only attribute this to the current economic 
situation but we still require submission 
of the M.R.'s for major changes to the 
property be it structural additions, tree 
removal, painting, landscaping, driveway 
pad additions and/or deck expansion, 
screened in porch or new deck 
construction. Also any placement of 
children recreational equipment in the 
rear yard among other things. If there are 
any questions about whether or not an 
M.R. should be submitted I would urge 
the property owner to call Kenneth Hair 
at the property managers office for 
clarification.  
 
On yet another note, the ACC is 
coordinating the effort to secure ballots 
for the (3) covenant amendments which 
the HOA Board has approved and which 
need a 2/3 yes vote of the property 
owners to be approved. The reason for 
the ACC effort is that its been over a year 
since the ballots became available and 
were mailed to all property owners. As of 
May, 2010 a total of approximately (600) 
ballots had been received in the property 
managers office. Since then, with the 
assistance of several volunteers who 
canvassed the subdivision, the ACC has 
been able to get the ballot count to (850). 
The number needed for approval is at 
least (920), more like (950) and we are 
now planning one more effort to secure 
the number needed. If you have not 
voted yet please do it. Ballots can be 
obtained from the ACC or from Kenneth 
Hair and if you would like to help us with 
the final ballot count push please let 
Kenneth Hair know or email me at 
llarchevesque@bellsouth.net Please click 
here for the Modification Approval Form.

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Outdoor Water Use Information

The Georgia Water Stewardship Act went into effect statewide 
on June 2, 2010. It allows daily outdoor watering for purposes 
of planting, growing, managing, or maintaining ground cover, 
trees, shrubs, or other plants only between the hours of 4 p.m. 
and 10 a.m. by anyone whose water is supplied by a water 
system permitted by the Environmental Protection Division.  
 
The following outdoor water uses also are allowed daily at any 
time of the day by anyone:  

Commercial agricultural operations as defined in Code 
Section 1-3-3;  
Capture and reuse of cooling system condensate or 
storm water in compliance with applicable local 
ordinances and state guidelines;  
Reuse of gray water in compliance with Code Section 
31-3-5.2 and applicable local board of health regulations 
adopted pursuant thereto;  
Use of reclaimed waste water by a designated user from 
a system permitted by the Environmental Protection 
Division of the department to provide reclaimed waste 
water;  
Irrigation of personal food gardens;  
Irrigation of new and replanted plant, seed, or turf in 
landscapes, golf courses, or sports turf fields during 
installation and for a period of 30 days immediately 
following the date of installation;  
Drip irrigation or irrigation using soaker hoses;  
Handwatering with a hose with automatic cutoff or 
handheld container;  
Use of water withdrawn from private water wells or 
surface water by an owner or operator of property if such 
well or surface water is on said property;  
Irrigation of horticultural crops held for sale, resale, or 
installation;  
Irrigation of athletic fields, golf courses, or public turf 
grass recreational areas;  
Installation, maintenance, or calibration of irrigation 
systems; or  
Hydroseeding.  

Outdoor water use for any purposes other than watering of 
plants, such as power washing or washing cars, is still 
restricted to the current odd/even watering schedule. 

Odd-numbered addresses can water on Tuesdays, 
Thursdays and Sundays.  
Even-numbered and unnumbered addresses are 
allowed to water on Mondays, Wednesdays and 
Saturdays. If you have questions about outdoor water 
uses in your area please contact your local water 
provider.
