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Just a friendly reminder from the Eagle Watch Community Oriented Police (COP's)

Program Coordinator.

During the past nine years, the Sheriff's Office has
had the pleasure of working directly with the home
owners within Eagle Watch and | must say, a
standard has been established.

In years past many programs similar to ours were
implemented but shortly thereafter, dis banned or
simply abandoned due to lack of cooperation or
communication breakdowns. Ours has endured and
after nine years, | believe we have something going
that's making other residential neighborhoods
asking their Home Owners Association "why can't
we do this."

Nine years ago, | was approached to coordinate an
off duty security detail within Eagle Watch in an
effort to reduce crime and deter criminal activity. Our
main goal was to establish a presence which would
encourage a stronger neighborhood watch program,
thus getting everybody involved in a collective effort.

In the beginning, our patrol cars were visible and our
presence gave the impression of "something must
be wrong, why are there patrol cars seen so often
within Eagle Watch." Now, we're seen often our
presence is greeted with waves and words of
thanks. Trust me, after 25 years of law enforcement,
this goes a long way. When we reduce hours,
depending on the time of year, we're asked
frequently, "where have you guys been, we miss
you." Granted, not everybody is glad to see us
around, but as any programs go, you can't please
everyone.

Many residents know us by name and others
recognize us by the type of car we drive. We've
helped coach your kids to make better decisions
and on many occasions, we've had to wake you up
in the middle of the night because your child spent
the night with another friend and they decided to
"just walk around the neighborhood at three o'clock
in the morning."

Many kids are now older and when they return from
college or simply return to visit their parents, they're
surprised to see us and it's great to hear them
express their gratitude about how easy it would
have been to get into trouble. Because we got
involved in their life, the decisions they made proved
beneficial. Now they're the ones telling us to keep
going and to keep an eye on their little brothers and
sisters.

As we approach the spring time, | wish to strongly
encourage all residents and their visitors to please
secure you garages at night and if you car is parked
in the driveway when you go to bed, lock it up. Both
on duty and off duty personnel patrol Eagle Watch
throughout the late evening and into the night but
crime will happen.

By locking you garage doors and vehicles after dark,
crime can be reduced. Not eliminated, but reduced.
Nearly all entering auto cases within Eagle Watch
involve a vehicle left unlocked and valuables within
view. We're talking about anything from wallets,
purses, laptop computers and even cash laying on
the front seat. Taking an extra moment to ensure
the car is locked or the garage door is down is a
great precaution which would help us do our job,
preventing crime.

As always, we're here for you and your help is
always encouraged. If you observe something
suspicious, especially during those early morning
hours or see something that just doesn't look right,
call 911 and let us know. This is what makes a
neighborhood watch program successful and I'm
here to tell you, it works in Eagle Watch.

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As most of you know, Georgia has been experiencing a severe drought the last several
years. And despite recent Winter rains, many experts are predicting the drought to continue
(more information on our drought can be found at www.georgiadrought.org). One of the
victims of the drought has been arguably the most important feature of our landscape: the
trees. Water is the single most limiting essential resource for healthy tree growth and
survival. Drought-stressed trees are more prone to a multitude of problems, including pest
insects, wood decay fungus, and accumulation of hazardous dead limbs.

What can you do to help?

« Water! Dr. Kim Coder, a professor at UGA's Warnell School of Forest Resources, advises
1-3 inches of water per week. Five gallons per square yard of root zone equates to about 1
inch of water. A few heavy waterings a week are better than daily smaller waterings. Make
sure to check current local watering restrictions beforehand (a good source is
www.maltalandscape.com).

« Improve soil and root conditions. In the past it was thought fertilizers were good for trees.
New research shows this is not the case. Most fertilizers contain high quantities of salt. Salt
increases your trees' water demands. Also, most fertilizers push rapid growth. Rapid growth
is not what we want for urban trees, as it can cause them to outgrow their available space
too quickly while making the tree more vulnerable to harmful pest insects. We want natural,
sustainable growth, replicating the way trees were designed to grow in the wild. There are
natural organic soil amendments available that accomplish this. Added benefits include
increasing soil moisture holding capacity, stimulating soil/root interaction, and incorporating
organic matter and beneficial microorganisms back into the soil.

o Proper pruning can eliminate hazardous dead limbs,
provide needed clearance from homes, reduce the
chance of breakage from high winds, reduce harmful
insect populations and improve a tree's aesthetic
appeal. In this stressful time, now more than ever it's
important to have your trees pruned by trained Tree -
Care professionals. Improper tree "trimming" cuts, such
as commonly seen along utility lines, will often cause
more harm than good to the tree. Proper pruning cuts
are essential.

« Besides for a reduction in the amount of lawn you
need to mow on the weekends, mulching under your
trees will do much to improve their health. Mulch helps
with soil moisture retention, and as it breaks down it
adds valuable nutrients to the soil. Extend mulch 1-3
inches deep from near the base of the tree out to the
tree's drip line (the spot located beneath the tree's
outer limbs). Important: Do not bury the base of the
tree with mulch...AKA "Volcano mulching”. This creates g = S
an environment favorable for decay fungus to develop
and can suffocate the roots.

To determine your property's individual needs, it's best to have your trees inspected by a
certified arborist. Most companies can be researched on their webpage. Making sure the
inspection is conducted by an ISA certified arborist and that the company is Tree Care
Industry Association (TCIA) accredited helps guarantee a positive experience. Spring will be
here soon and now is a great time to make sure you have a Tree Health Prescription in
place.
